CORTLAND REC CENTER Located in downtown Cortland at 35 Port Watson Street, the Rec Center offers a huge
variety of programs and events for young people: Field trips, game tournaments, tutoring, guest speakers, music
lessons, artwork, craft projects, cooking classes, free dinners, job-search assistance, volunteer opportunities, and
more. The facility itself is equipped with pool, ping-pong, air hockey, and foosball tables; a full kitchen; a music
room with guitars, amps, and a full drum-kit; a sound stage and DJ booth; and closets full of board games and
craft supplies. There are always responsible, caring staff members on the premises to play games with you, help

with your homework, or connect you with other service agencies if you need them. For more information, give the
Center staff a call at 753-3580.
